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PASTORS PONDERINGS  PENSAMIENTOS DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
During this time of the liturgical year, from the Feast of 
Corpus Christi through the end of July, the Sunday 
Readings ask us to reflect, with some calm, on some of 
the day-to-day occurrences in our lives, and invite us to 
discover God’s presence through then. 
 
This Sunday, the Readings talk to us of “Storms.”  
Storms, of course, are generally quite dramatic and can 
similarly be quite scary. 
 
To Job, who we encounter in the First Reading this  
Sunday, and who had already been through quite a bit in 
his life, the storm that he saw approaching might have 
come to him as something of a relief:  After so much 
suffering, finally something was going to happen.  
 
In the Gospel Reading, Jesus’ disciples experience the 
Storm in a different, if also interesting way: Unlike 
many of us in various precarious times of our lives, they 
could not even doubt Jesus’ presence because he was 
right there in the boat with them, except … he appeared 
asleep! 
 
What good is a Savior if he’s right there at our side, just 
… asleep!   And yet, Jesus does wake up, finally,  
rebukes the wind, and all becomes calm.  What the heck 
is that supposed to mean?   
 
I believe that expressed here is an invitation to trust both 
God and ourselves.  God is with us even in the darkest 
moments of our lives and yes God will make it turn out 
well.  But God also wants us to both learn and act on our 
own.   
 
In God’s original plan, he created the world in six days, 
at the end of which he created us.  And if we had not 
fallen, with the exception of a happy nightly  
consultation, God would have been perfectly happy to 
“leave us the keys.” 
 
Even after Jesus’ Resurrection (after 3 days in Hell to 
reboot the system), Jesus chose again to leave, promising 
us the continued “tech support” of the Holy Spirit, but 
otherwise expressing complete confidence that we would 
do quite well, even in the midst of disasters and storms. 
 
Can we trust God, that God won’t let us fail, and yet at 
the same time trust ourselves and each other that we 
have the capacity to fix most of our problems quite well 
on our own?

Durante este tiempo en el año litúrgico, desde la Sal. del 
Corpus Christi hasta finales de Julio, las lecturas  
Dominicales nos piden reflexionar, con cierta calma,  
sobre algunos de los acontecimientos del día a día de 
nuestras vidas, y nos invitan a descubra la presencia de 
Dios a través de ese momento. 
 
Este domingo las Lecturas nos hablan de “Tormentas”. 
Las tormentas, por supuesto, generalmente son bien  
dramáticas y pueden espantarnos. 
 

A Job, a quien encontramos en la Primera Lectura de este 
domingo, y que ya había pasado por muchas dificultades 
en su vida, la tormenta que veía acercarse podría haberle 
llegado como un alivio: Después de tanto sufrimiento, por 
fin algo iba a pasar. 
 

En el Evangelio de hoy, los discípulos de Jesús  
experimentan la tormenta de una manera diferente,  
aunque también sorprendente: a diferencia de muchos de 
nosotros en varios momentos precarios de nuestras vidas, 
ellos ni siquiera podían dudar de la presencia de Jesús 
porque él estaba allí en la barca con ellos, solo que … 
¡parecía dormido! 
 
¡De qué sirve un Salvador si está ahí a nuestro lado, pero 
… dormido! Pero, Jesús finalmente despierta, reprende al 
viento y todo se calma. ¿Qué diablos se supone que  
significa eso? 
 

Creo que lo expresado aquí es una invitación a confiar 
tanto en Dios como en nosotros mismos. Dios está con 
nosotros incluso en los momentos más oscuros de  
nuestras vidas y sí Dios hará que todo salga bien. Pero 
Dios también quiere que aprendamos y actuemos por 
nuestra cuenta. 
 

En el plan original de Dios, él creó el mundo en seis días, 
al final de los cuales nos creó a nosotros. Y si no  
hubiésemos caído, salvo de consulta cada noche, Dios 
habría estado feliz de “dejarnos las llaves.”

The Filipino Ministry of St. Philip Benizi is excited to bring to you 
the Black Nazarene or Poon Jesus Nazareno. This life-sized replica 
from the Philippines will be visiting St. Philip Benizi from  
June 15-29, 2024.  We’re looking for volunteers to hold a vigil  
during veneration hours. There will be a sign up sheet at the church 
entrance.   
 
The Black Nazarene is a life-sized dark statue of Jesus Christ carrying 
the True Cross. The original image is enshrined in the Minor Basilica 
and National Shrine of the Black Nazarene in Quiapo, 
Mnila, Philippines. The image was reputedly carved by an unknown 
Mexican artist in the 16th century and then brought to the Philippines 
via galleon from Acapulco on May 31, 1606. It depicts Jesus en route to 
His crucifixion and pious believers claim that physically touching the 
image can bring miracles and cure diseases. There are many legends on 
how the image came to have a black face, but researcher of Catholic 
theology Monsignor Sabino Vengco, claims that the image is not 
charred, but is in fact dark through to its core, being carved 
from mesquite wood. Vengco claims that mesquite wood was a popular 
medium in Mexico during the period the image was carved.    
 
January 9 is the feast day of the Black Nazarene. It was that day in 1787 
when the image was first moved ("Traslacion") to its current location at 
the Minor Basilica and National Shrine of the Black Naza-
rene in Quiapo. On January 9th of each year, the image is processed 
throughout the streets of Quiapo and at one point, devotees numbering 
6.5 million followed the image. The proper liturgical commemoration 
of the Black Nazarene is on Good Friday. But January 9 is the date most 
associated with the Black Nazarene. 
 
Please join us in venerating the Black Nazarene or Poon Jesus  
Nazareno.  !VIVA JESUS NAZARENO! 

El Ministerio Filipino de San Felipe Benizi, se complace en  
presentarle al Nazareno Negro o Poon Jesús Nazareno.  Esta réplica 
de tamaño natural de Filipinas visitará San Felipe Benizi del  
15 al 29 de Junio de 2024.  Estamos buscando voluntarios para 
realizar una vigilia durante las horas de veneración. Habrá una hoja 
de inscripción en la entrada de la iglesia.  
 

El Nazareno Negro es una estatua oscura de tamaño natural de  
Jesucristo cargando la Verdadera Cruz. La imagen original está 
consagrada en la Basílica Menor y Santuario Nacional del Nazareno 
Negro en Quiapo, Manila, Filipinas. Se dice que la imagen fue tallada 
por un artista mexicano desconocido en el siglo XVI y luego traída a 
Filipinas en un galeón desde Acapulco el 31 de mayo de 1606.  
Representa a Jesús en camino a su crucifixión y los creyentes piadosos 
afirman que tocar físicamente la imagen puede traer milagros  y curar 
enfermedades.  Hay muchas leyendas sobre cómo la imagen llegó a 
tener una cara negra, pero el investigador de Teología Católica,  
Monseñor Sabino Vengco, afirma que la imagen no está carbonizada, 
sino que, de hecho, es oscura hasta el centro, ya que está tallada en 
madera de mezquite.  Vengco afirma que la madera de mezquite era un 
medio popular en México durante el período en que se talló la imagen. 
 

El 9 de Enero es la fiesta del Nazareno Negro.  Fue ese día de 1787  
cuando la imagen fue trasladada por primera vez a su ubicación actual 
en la Basílica Menor y Santuario Nacional del Nazareno Negro en 
Quiapo.  El 9 de Enero de cada año, la imagen se procesa por las calles 
de Quiapo y en un momento, 6.5 millones de devotos siguieron la 
imagen.  La conmemoración litúrgica propia del Nazareno Negro es el 
Viernes Santo.  Pero el 9 de enero es la fecha más asociada con el  
Nazareno Negro.
