Dear Parishioners, 
 

We find ourselves at Gaudate Sunday or the Sunday of 
Joy.  It’s a respite.  And in our Parish’s life, it is so as 
well. 
 

This past week, we celebrated the Feasts of the  
Immaculate Conception and Our Lady of Guadalupe.   
On Monday we Start our Posadas. 
 

Last weekend, one of our Filipino groups, a new one for 
us, Couples for Christ, celebrated their (pre) Christmas 
Party here.   On Wednesday, we will be having our  
Parish Simbang Gabi Celebration. 
 

If in the Deanery we had a reprieve from Penance  
Services, they begin on Monday as well. 
 

So yes, in the busyness of the Advent Season, this  
Sunday is something of a relief.  If you can, please take 
advantage of it as well.  Yes, there’s plenty to do still 
before Christmas, but do take this Sunday to step back, 
relax and enjoy an easy day with your family. 
 

In the Readings for this Sunday, while the First Reading 
does focus on the Joy or Reprieve from the business of 
preparation for the coming of the Christmas Festivities, 
the Gospel Reading continues our trajectory to the  
coming of Jesus which those festivities are to celebrate. 
 

The Gospel Reading offers us a second, clearer view of 
St. John the Baptist.  If last Sunday, we just largely 
heard him crying out in the desert, this week Sunday we 
hear him preaching more clearly, and baptizing those 
who came to him for repentance.  In this we see the first 
glimpses of what became Jesus’ Messianic program start 
being solidified. 
 

And yet, they were still being expressed by a man, John 
the Baptist, who knew that he was not the One who was 
to come.  That was going to be Jesus.   
 

Still John the Baptist did his job, to prepare the way.  Let 
us seek to do the same.
